King maintains optimistic
view for pro tour future

If Larry King has his way, by this time next year
you will be reading all about — maybe even planning
to play in —anew SuperBridgeTour.

The indefatigable promoter — credited with turn-
ing women'’stennisinto the popular sport it istoday —
spent part of the 2001 Summer NABC in Toronto meet-
ing with professional players, whose support is needed
for the pro tour to succeed.

“1 think we can do it in Houston,” says King, re-
ferring to the 2002 Spring NABC in that city.

King hasworked as an adviser to the ACBL’sWest-
ern Conference, which stepped up to the plate earlier
this year in co-sponsoring a pro tour which includes
four events out West in 2001. Two events have been
played so far at regionals — in San Diego and Las Ve-
gas — and two more are scheduled for tournaments in
Santa Clara CA and Reno. Sally Lix, who has over-
seen the inaugural pro tour, was encouraged that the
Las Vegas event more than doubled the number of
tables from the first game in San Diego.

Lix attended the meeting King set up with the pro-
fessionals. “I thought it was very positive,” she said.
“They all had ideas to offer.”

Lix said that if anyone can put together athriving
pro tour, it'sKing. “He's good,” she said.

ACBL President Jim Kirkham isanother supporter
of the concept of the pro tour, lauding the efforts of the
Western Conference. “1I'm al for it,” Kirkham says,
“and the Bridge Pro Tour people have done a great
job of getting it started. | hope the pros will support
it.”

Lix said the Western Conference’s effort will

In
the 64-board final of the FunBridge.com World Com-
puter Bridge Championship, Jack beat Micro Bridge
(Tomio and Yumiko Uchida of Japan), 136-84.

In addition to the main competition there were ex-
hibition matches pitting humans against computers.
Jack and Micro Bridgejoined asteammates and played
eight-board matches against two different teams. One
team was ateam of International stars, Jacek Pszczola-
Piotr Gawrys and Sam Lev-Pinhas Romik, who de-
feated the computer team by 18 IMPS. Another team
of star players, Lisa and David Berkowitz and Marty
Fleisher-JoAnnA Stansby, defeated the computers by
8 IMPs.

The players apparently enjoyed the experience,
whilethe computersimmediately showed ascreen saver
withthe expression...wait until next year. Ziaaso came
to play but the computers seemed to remember him
and, sensing defeat, they shut down permanently.

Spingold match. The Hackett twins, Justin and Jason,
were not confident when they finished play, but they
needn’t have worried. Their Norwegian teammates,
Terje Aa and Glenn Groetheim, produced an avesome
performance against Russians Andrew Gromov-
Aleksander Petrunin. The Mavromichalis team won
the stanza, 57-20, and the match, 155-133.

Declarer haslogt three tricks and needs the rest. If a
spade to the 10 wins and both defenders follow, declarer
can draw the last trump and claim. If West shows out on
the second round of trumps, then declarer will have to
guess Eadt’s shape. The layout for which declarer and all
of the kibitzers were unprepared, though, was the one
that existed — when declarer played a second trump and
finessed the 10, West won with the queen!

Slam makes, but
game goes down

A heart lead is liable to give the
declarer atrick, so you make a passive lead in spades
or diamonds. Unfortunately the whole dedl is this:

With the diamonds splitting, declarer has 12 easy
tricks—and the awful truth dawns. But you have com-
pany. Of the 12 declarers who reached an optimistic
6NT, 11 succeeded, gaining 1401 IMPs, while one
failed by four tricks, losing 1285. The lead problem
against the am was harder, of course, if East was on
lead.

But when the contract was 3NT, it was a different
story. 37 pairs went down one on a heart lead,, losing
1007 IMPs, while 27 made 490 for plus 368 IMPs. So
slam was easier to make than game.

There were some oddball results. 21 pairs made
400 or 430, presumably because the defenders led
hearts but blocked the suit. Two pairs managed to play
the North-South hands in a partscore. And 28 pairs
avoided the notrump trap by playing 44 successfully.
They deserve congratul ations for classy bidding even
though their reward was only 176 IMPs..

Aggressive leads —
one worked, one didn’t

Dan Morse, Board of Directors representative
from District 16 (Texas and Mexico) found aggres-
siveleadstwicein one of his Spingold matches.

He also figured he could get in
twice with his# A and ¢K. He thought it likely that
his partner would have something in spades, so he
started with the K and continued with the 4 3. Win
Allegaert thought about thisfor afew seconds, then
called for the 10! “1’ve seen your opening |eads be-
fore,” he said to Morse as Wolff ducked and the 10
held the trick. Now Allegaert had no problem mak-
ing his contract, but the opening lead could have
defeated acontract that |ooked cold. If Allegaert had
put up the queen, the defense would have taken three
spades plus the # A and the ¢K.

If they bid
and make lucky games and slams, you can lose a
bushel of IMPs. And so it had proven during this
year's event when we had played reasonably well
but the opposition had made all the winning slam
decisions. With only acouple of roundsto play, how-
ever, | thought our luck had finally changed when
we encountered recently elected Hall-of -Famer Lew
Stansby, playing with his wife JoAnna.

When | smoothly
played low, he let it ride! (It wouldn’t have made
any differenceif | had covered with the v J, since he
could cross back to his hand with the 4K and repeat
the finesse.)

Lew now drew two more rounds of trumps, dis-
carding the club loser from his hand, and started
playing his spade and club winners. Eventually | had
to ruff and was endplayed to lead away from my
diamonds. To add to the ignominy, | had both dia-
mond honors so | couldn’t even lead alow diamond
to make him guess. Oh well, just another thousand
IMPs!

Tactical bid pays off
big time — 2482 IMPs

Jerry Weinstein found a bid that steered the
opposition off the best opening lead on this deal
from the first final session of the NABC IMP Pairs.
The result was a gain of 2482 IMPs.

Rich Gabriel, East, opened a weak 2¢, and
Weinstein immediately was thinking slam. He was
quite sure he didn’t want a heart lead, so he bid 2v
to throw his foes off the track. Naturally Gabriel
raised to 4v, and Weinstein leaped to 6NT. North
|ater said he would have led a heart if Weinstein had
made the more normal response of 24, but asit was
he tried a club. That was all Weinstein needed — he
won with the jack and knocked out the # A to score
his slam and pick up a boatload of IMPs.

That's all — he
ruffed a club. South overruffed, and that was that —
atremendousload of IMPs down the drain for East-
West. “ Of course | should have ruffed with the jack,”
said Michelet. “Later 1'd be able to take a ruffing
club finesse through North to set up pitch from my
losing spades. It just shows you what one careless
play can do.”

The Facts: 4¢ made five, +150 for E/W. The open-
ing lead was the v A. The Director was called when
dummy wasfaced. E/W were playing Kaplan-Sheinwold
(K-S). 1¢ showed either an unbalanced hand with dia-
monds or at least a strong notrump if balanced. After the
hand West said that East’s dow passwas “virtualy forc-
ing” (it was not Alerted). The Director ruled that pass by
WestwasalL A (Laws73C and 16A) and the contract was
changed to 3v down one, +50 for E/W (Law 12C2).

TheAppeal: E/W apped ed the Director’sruling and
weretheonly playersto attend the hearing. West repeated
his assertion that East’sfirst passwas “virtually forcing.”
He dso explained that passing made little sense since he
knew his partner had a singleton heart. E/W explained
that they havethiskind of sequence*adl thetime” Hehad
been considering Pass, 4% and 4+ ; a double would have
shown a strong notrump. The Committee asked E/W if
they had any documentation regarding the forcing nature
of the sequence. E/W said that their system noteswerein
their hotel room but that in any event they did not address
this issue. When asked E/W said they would open 1¢
with 2-2-4-5 distribution.

TheCommittee Decision: The Committeefollowed
thesame line of reasoning asthe Director. West had Ul
(Law 73) and the call he chose was demonstrably sug-
gested by the Ul (Law 16A). The next decision was
whether Pass was an LA (Law 16A). The Committee
decided that while many, perhaps most, K-S players
would bid 4¢, somewould pass. None of the K-S play-
ers on the Committee thought this sequence was forc-
ing, and all would have given serious consideration to
passing: Pass was thus a LA. Looked at another way,
Pass might have been the winning action in a vacuum
but East’s hesitation made it virtually certain that bid-
ding would produce a better result. (In Edgar Kaplan's
terms, one would focus on the losing decision and the
issue would be whether it would have been an egre-
gious error, absurd or foolish to pass.) In this case the
Committee believed that Pass would be right quite of-
ten. Asfor the possible result had West not bid 4¢, the
only likely result was 3v down one, which was also
the most unfavorable result that was at all probablefor
N/S. Therefore, the contract was changed to 3v down
one, +50 for E/W. Theissue of whether passwasalLA
to 4¢ was complex enough that it was believed appro-
priate to ask a Committee to evaluate it. Thus, the ap-
peal was deemed to have substantial merit.

The Facts. 5¢ doubled went down one, +100 for
N/S. The Director was called when the dummy was
faced. North had asked the meaning of 2# and was
told it was Michaels (showing the mgjors). East and
West both had marked Michaels over natura bid on
their convention cards. They had not discussed their
agreement after ashort club. The Director changed the
contract to 4¥ down one, +100 for N/S, and assessed
E/W a 1/4-board PP for West's action in bidding over
4v doubled.

The Appeal: N/S appealed the Director’s ruling.
North was the only player to attend the hearing. The
Screening Director told the Committeeit was his opin-
ion that most pairsplaying against al# openingwhich
could be two cards would still use Michaels, with or
without discussion. Thus, he believed therewasno M1
but rather a mistaken bid (not an infraction) followed
by Ul from East’s explanation. West was not entitled
to know that her partner was playing her for both ma-
jors. 5% was judged a flagrant use of Ul and that was
why the PP wasissued. Had the illegal 5% bid not oc-
curred it was not even at all probablethat North would
have removed his partner’s double of 4v, given that he
was told that West held five spades. North explained
that no number of spades he could bid at hisfirst turn
would have been natural, so he planned to bid spades
at his second turn (24 would have been a cuebid, 34
would have been a splinter, and he didn’t wish to risk
confusing partner with a44 bid). The Committee also
determined that N/S played Exclusion Blackwood.

The Committee Decision: The Committee found
that West had Ul and that she choseanillegal call when
aLA (pass) was available. The Committee also found
North’'s statements compelling and borne out by his
hand. Any player in the finals of the Life Master Pairs
might realize that his opponents had had a misunder-
standing.

The situation wasthat the Swiss-English-Norwegian
team trailed by 15 IMPs with one stanza remaining. At
the table where the Hackett twins, Justin and Jason, were
sitting North/South, things were not looking good. On
consecutive deals, they had failed in two fair dams. The
first went down on thelead of asingletontotheaceand a
ruff. On the second dam hand, the defenders did not find
thekilling lead, but declarer still needed to make a num-
ber of guesses and hewas unableto find hisway through
the minefield. It is understandable, therefore, that
declarer’s concentration wavered when, on the very next
deal, he found himsdlf in a game that appeared to be a
piece of cake.

We could al learn one of the most important lessons
in bridge from this deal.

If you
allowed East to ruff away adiamond winner, though, you
are now in danger of losing four tricks.

Cashing the
vK extracted East’s last trump, and now Meckstroth
led his winning club. West could score his low trump
and the jack, but that was all - the diamond loser went
ontheeJ.

Declarer had lost just three trump tricks: NS plus

be repeated next year with an expanded schedule.

King believes that support from the profession-
alsisvital to the success of his venture. “If the pros
don’t support it, it won't work,” he says.

The initial meeting with a group of pro players
left King fedling optimistic. Therewere about 30 people
at the gathering, he says, “and not one negative word
was said.” More than adozen of the ACBL's top play-
ers have signed up to form aprofessional organization
—the first step in getting the effort off the ground.

Another key step, King says, is the formation of
what King refersto asa* calendar council,” the group
which schedules all the events — locking in time peri-
ods in specific locations so that everyone knows from
week to week where the big-money tournaments are.
It will also allow the promoters of those tournaments
to lock in top players much like tennis and golf tour-
naments do.

King believes that the SuperBridgeTour can soon
boast of $10 million in prizes annually. “I think it can
be in place by 2005,” he says. For 2002, he says, the
SuperBridgeTour can have 30 tournaments.

In King's vision, the cash prize events would be
two-day, four-session games run in individual move-
ments and scheduled as part of regional tournaments
and NABCs. Even before sponsors sign on, King says,
the cash-prize events can havetotal purses of $100,000
from entry fees only.

With a $200 per-person entry fee, that would take
125 tables — roughly eight 15-table sections. That's a
tall order, but King believes it can happen if the right
people get behind the movement.

King hopes to form a calendar council of repre-
sentatives from the ACBL, the United States Bridge
Federation, the World Bridge Federation, the to-be-
formed players' and promoters’ associations.

King believes that now is the perfect time to re-
popularize bridge, in part because so many Baby
Boomers are reaching the point in their lives where
they begin looking for hobbies — they have more time
on their hands and more disposable income. “For the
next 15 years,” King says, “there will be 10,000 Baby
Boomers aday turning 50.”

With theright promotion, King says, young people
can be drawn to the game. “As soon as they see Zia
winning $1 million in prize money, the youth market
will beinto bridge. They are practical beyond anyone's
imagination.”

After meeting with the professional players in
Toronto, King says he is even more optimistic that his
SuperBridgeTour can get off the ground.

“I'm certain that it can happen,” King says. “It
might not, but it can.”

Jack’s developer, Kuijf, said the play engine for
the program isfour or five years old.

90 going into thefinal 16 boards of the semifinal. They
managed to outscore their opponents, 52-28, in the fi-
nal set, but it wasn't enough.

Mavromichalisa so mounted afourth-quarter rally,
36-15, but the team was in too deep a hole to recover.

Not so obvious

Lee Rautenberg made the “obvious” play on
this deal from the second final session of the Life
Master Pairs. However, what seemed like an obvi-
ous play to the trusting declarer was merely a sleight
of hand by a quick thinking expert.

His partner, Drew Casen, led the #4. As soon as
the dummy came down, and while declarer planned
his play, the usually deliberate Rautenberg had to
quickly evaluate the defensive chances to be ready to
pull the trigger to make the illusion seem real. It was
clear therewasno futurein clubs, and any natural trump
tricks were not going away. Furthermore, given the
auction, Casen would surely have led adoubleton dia-
mond if that is what he had. Therefore only the spade
suit mattered.

Rautenberg reasoned that if his partner had either
the # A or the 4 Q without the 10, the number of defen-
sive spade tricks would always be the same. However,
if partner had the #Q-10, Rautenberg could put de-
clarer to the test by playing the 4K to make it appear
that had the 4 K-Q-10. From declarer’s perspective, if
West held the 4 K-Q-10 it surely would be obvious to
lay down the king, so Rautenberg had to act quickly to
avoid arousing declarer’s suspicions.

Declarer took the club finesse, losing to
Rautenberg’s king, and he smoothly switched to the
«K. After alittle thought, declarer decided there was
room in Casen's hand for one diamond honor, so that
by ducking the 4K he would temporarily freeze the
spade suit. He would hope that he could get West to
win the first diamond or that the # 10 was with East —
or at worst that West had both the ¢ A and ¢K.

So declarer ducked and Rautenberg continued with
asecond spade, ducked to Casen’s queen. Thetop dia-
monds and the natural trump loser sealed declarer’'s
fate — down one.
